Dear John:

It appears that our celebration of the SCRD’s splendid unanimous vote against the Mason Road permits was premature. PPA, according to today’s Coast Reporter, is going to defy SCRD authority and appeal to the Mines Minister to issue the necessary permits. 

We urge the SCRD to immediately revive its legal action against PPA, beginning with an application for an injunction to stop all work on the Mason Road site until the issue of jurisdiction is resolved in the courts. Failure to act now could set a precedent of acquiescing in the company’s defiance, which could weigh against the SCRD in any future legal action. 

If the Mines Minister overrules the SCRD without legislative authority – which according to our close reading of the Mines Act, he does not have – then we trust the SCRD would immediately bring suit against the government.
