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COMMUNITY UPDATE

WOOD BAY
Suitability studies are currently under way for a proposed conveyer and ship loading facility at Wood Bay for PPA’s Sechelt Carbonate Project. A decision regarding the suitability of this site will be made in June 2006.

A bathymetry survey in the form of acoustic and sonar bottom typing was completed in April, with a final report due this week. This report will provide information on the make up and shape of the ocean floor which will be used in the preparation of conceptual design of the facility, expected to be completed in the first half of June. 

A visual impact study showing before and after images of the facility and ship loading activity from several vantage points, including the highway, as well as key shoreline and off shore locations will then be prepared. A dive survey to study Marine Biology is scheduled for the 3rd week of May. 

Once this information is available PPA will hold a meeting with those land owners within the area of potential visual and acoustic impact to identify and address concerns. This is expected to take place in the second half of June. Landowners will be contacted well in advance of this meeting. A public information session will follow a few days later.
