Meeting of Jan 11
PPA had their first Terms of Reference meeting for Environmental Studies for their project. On the same day, they gave the members of the committee a tour of Wood Bay.
SCRD planning staff has done a tremendous job preparing information for this process and therefore do not have time at this point to do a social and economic study. I have been informed some local residents have taken on this role.
PPA will be having a meeting by invitation only of neighbors in the Wood Bay area later this spring.
Citizens of Halfmoon Bay have been asking what can be done now that PPA has moved their office to WoodBay is the area zoned for this. Others have asked me why SCRD cannot go ahead with concerns on zoning for a dock and conveyor belt in Wood Bay. I am looking into both these concerns and will report in the next newsletter.
The Federal Minister for the Environment made a visit to SCRD and then to Sechelt where at the first meetingJohn Rees Director from Pender Harbor and at the second meeting Jan Williams from Sechelt both asked Gary Lunn what the Federal Government would do to make sure PPA goes through a full federal environmental process.
PPA is doing an advance exploration process, which means they continue to prepare to mine while doing the required environmental studies.
Mason Rd
The PPA representative informed me that there have been break-ins at their Mason Rd property
SCRD is continuing a legal case on PPA�s use of Mason Rd.
PPA has asked any group that is concerned about what they are doing to drop into their office, which is now at Wood Bay, and address their concerns to them. They would like anyone interested to be on their advisory group.
