PPA Mine Advisory Information
Meeting of November 13
PPA intends to continue to look at Wood Bay as their terminal for the Panaex freighters. The company has now purchased the claims west of Carlson Lake and put in a bridge across Carlson Creek. PPA staff has informed me that people are allowed to go past their gates hiking or biking but not by vehicle. If you do go past the gate, you should be careful anywhere the mine staff is working. They feel they have had to close off the roads because of vandalism and theft at the mine site.
At the meeting, we were shown a design mock-up with pictures of the facilities and a freighter docked at Wood Bay. The manager informed the group that PPA had completed their 12-month study of the coastline at Wood Bay and will now be doing a study of visual impact. The facility’s loaders will be 20 meters high when lowered.
PPA will be having a meeting by invitation only of neighbors in the Wood Bay area in early December.
PPA wishes people to know that when the gate is locked, they are working and therefore cannot risk an accident. They intend to be finished exploration work for this year by December and will leave the gate open until they start up again in March /April.
PPA intends to drop its mine claims on built-up land from Secret Cove to Sechelt in January. In theory, this means that another mine company could make its own claims.
PPA is doing an advance exploration process, which means they continue to prepare to mine while doing the required environmental studies.
Mason Rd
The PPA representative informed me that this is crown land, which is in their mineral claim, and they will continue to use it for a period of time. They intend to build a storage area closer to the mine in the future. They say they will continue to clean up the Mason Road area and intend to do a reclamation project on the land before they leave for the new site.
SCRD is continuing a legal case on this issue.
PPA informed the group that the southern mine has necessary permits and that they only need a mine plan and a reclamation plan to proceed. They will mine approximately 500 tons per day. They will remove the ore by truck and barge. PPA said that they would take out one barge per week from the Inlet.
PPA has asked any group that is concerned about what they are doing to drop into their office and address their concerns to them. They would like anyone interested to be on their advisory group.
