Terms of Reference Information
The working group that is established for each project subject to an Environmental Assessment (EA) under the provincial Environmental Assessment Act, is a technical working group made up of federal, provincial and local government and First Nations representatives. The working group has a mandate to provide advice on issues related to the assessment of the project, including the content of the Terms of Reference (TOR), which sets out the information requirements of the Application.

The development of a project TOR is an iterative process. Comments received from the working group are tracked by the Environmental Assessment Office (EAO) and responded to by the Proponent or EAO as appropriate. The draft TOR is then modified by the Proponent as appropriate. Although it is true that some of the working group members have provided comments that request a level of detail that is not required in the TOR, the time required for the development of the draft TOR has not been unusual.
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
