Several months ago I wrote to you regarding the subject of the Sechelt Carbonate Project and Pan Pacific Aggregates..


I have just finished watching the “Speech from the Throne” read by the Honourable Iona Campagnolo.


It is so pleasing to see that our government is taking seriously global warming and the threats this poses to our environment from various pollutants.  Congratulations.

Honourable Campagnolo said “ we all have a part to play and that we need a balanced playing field.  If we fail to act, our plant, wild life, and our children’s futures will be at great risk. “

Ms. Campagnolo also said that your government plans to expand existing Parks.

Mr. Campbell, I urge you to consider the expansion of SPIPYUS PROVINCIAL PARK in the Caren Range, to encompass the existing unique Wetlands that form the Carlson Lake Watershed.  (  an alternative water shed for Sunshine Coast drinking water)

As Ms. Capagnolo commented in the throne speech, this would then ensure wetland preservation, ground water and watershed protection and demonstrate sustainable, environmental management.  Otherwise open pit mining as proposed by Pan Pacific Aggregates would surely destroy this.

“Availability of Water and Power”

“The region experiences abundant rainfall and the Northern production area features a number of small lakes that will provide water for dust suppression and process requirements. “  information from ACA Howe Report –Admission to Trading on AIM Document   no. 12- part 3 -page 69.      These lakes are the Wetlands

 of the watershed of Carlson Lake.  They would be compromised forever.


Expansion of Spipyus Provincial Park boundaries would show responsible stewardship of land use by your government.  Otherwise open pit mining as proposed by Pan Pacific Aggregates would surely destroy what is there now.


The Sechelt Peninsula does not have a long history of mining. The northern site has had some exploration over the years but no history of commercial mining.  However, the Sechelt Peninsula does have a wonderful history of being a “Jewel” as a tourist destination for people from all over the world.  We are, as was said in the speech from the Throne, “A Environmentally friendly community where people want to live.”
