I am writing to you on behalf of Save Our Sunshine Coast, a group of citizens with great concerns about the water supply for the Sunshine Coast.  We do not want a situation here like Tofino is currently experiencing, nor do we want a Walkerton.  

 

If Pan Pacific Aggregates is allowed to mine in the Caren Range, the pristine wetlands would be sucked dry.  It is the belief of many citizens that these lakes, creeks and streams supply the South Pender Harbour Watershed and also many wells in the area.   PPA’s proposed open pit mines are located in the heart of the wetlands which supply Carlson Lake. It is also been noted that Carlson Lake, (which I understand to be the third alternative watershed on the Sunshine Coast) would then be compromised.  

 

The Sunshine Coast is burgeoning with residential/recreational developments. This is the type of development compatible with the official community plan of The Sunshine Coast Regional District area B. It is obvious then that this will put pressure upon the existing watersheds and other sources will be needed, if not now, then surely in the near future.  The growth has just begun.  There must be a vision with clear planning in place when it comes to safe drinking water.
