As Chairman of Save Our Sunshine Coast, (www.saveoursunshinecoast.com) a group of concerned citizens who are in opposition to Pan Pacific Aggregates’ proposal to industrialize Wood Bay while developing a mine on the Sunshine Coast, I am writing to express our collective opposition to the above-captioned applications by Pan Pacific Aggregates.

The members of SOSC who number over 200 residents stand solidly in support of the decisions of the Sunshine Coast Regional District and we endorse their request to your department in which the SCRD has asked that the Crown not approve the applications until Pan Pacific Aggregates has rezoned the area to allow the proposed processing of quarry products.

SOSC stands behind the Sunshine Coast Regional District’s decisions asking the Crown not to approve the application until the applicants have received the necessary approval from The Agricultural Land Commission regarding (a) a utility corridor within the ALR, (b) temporary non-farm use within the ALR.  Furthermore, we understand that Pan Pacific Aggregates must receive approval from the SCRD regarding their temporary commercial and industrial permit prior to PPA making application to your department.

Our membership is shocked that Pan Pacific Aggregates would presume to ignore the permitting and approval process at the local community level and proceed to petition your department without following due process. The Zoning By-Laws and Official Community Plan are a reflection of the wishes of the community and we ask and expect that all organizations including junior mining companies based in the United Kingdom will be required to comply with the wishes, rules and processes of our community government and the provincial government.
